· Bring forward, to Provincial Camping Adviser, suggestions and proposals from the Kwah-ee Committee any changes that impact the delivery of the program.
· Review the condition of onsite camping equipment and make recommendations to the Chair for replace of equipment as needed or for the purchase of new.

· Assist camp staff with the delivery, set up and take down of all camping equipment needed for the camps.
