· Plan, coordinate and deliver Provincially sponsored workshops on Arts activities in conjunction with the Program Advisory Committee. 
· Work closely with other Specialists, Advisers and Trainers to integrate the Arts into the GGC programs, provide resource materials as needed. 
· Develop and maintain a network of Guiders with specialized skills and interest in the Arts who will encourage and promote the Arts at the Unit, District and Area level. 
· Create and submit articles, on a regular basis, for inclusion in Coastlines and for posting to the Provincial website and comply with media copyright laws. 
· Ensure that planned activities are aligned with the GGC Strategic Priorities. 
· Adhere to the Oath of Confidentiality and the Code of Conduct of GGC.
· Comply with the “Fundamental Principles for All Committees” 
Term of Office
